2 Setup conditions

2.1 Setup location

If the space is too
small, any leak may create a flammable mixture of gas
and air. For every 8 g of refrigerant, the installation space
must be at least 1 m3. Specifications on the refrigerant in
the appliance can be found on the serial tag plate inside
the appliance.

- The floor of the setup location must be horizontal and
even.

- The setup location must be able to withstand the weight
of the appliance plus the weight when stocked to
maximum capacity.

- Use in hazardous areas is not permitted.

2.2 Electrical connection

5.2 Cabinet door
