Freezing food using SuperFrost

Depending on the quantity to be frozen, you can activate

SuperFrost before freezing in order to achieve lower freezing

temperatures. (see SuperFrost)

8.2 IceMaker

The IceMaker will produce ice cubes for household use only.

Ensure that the following conditions are met:
