P Check all screws and retighten them if necessary.

» Align the door flush with the appliance housing via the
two slotted holes in the swap bearing block if necessary.
To do this, use the enclosed T20 tool to unscrew the
middle screw in the bottom swap bearing block. Use the
T20 tool or a T20 screwdriver to loosen the remaining
screws lightly and align via the slotted holes.

» Supporting the door: Use a size 10 open-ended spanner
to unscrew the adjustable foot on the swap bearing block
until it touches the floor, then turn by a further 90°.

12 Connecting the appliance to the
power supply

- Mains voltage and frequency correspond to the specifica-
tions on the type plate.

- The socket is earthed according to the regulations and
fused.

- The fuse tripping current is between 10 A and 16 A.

- The socket is easily accessible and is not behind the
appliance.

» Only use the supplied mains cable.
