Equipped with two winches, a lifting capacity of up to 124
tonnes and a maximum outreach of 48 metres, the crane
meets the requirements for highly efficient scrap handling.
In grab operation the maximum lifting capacity is 75 tonnes
and more than 40 tonnes at 43 metres outreach. Manufac-
tured and tested in Rostock, the crane was delivered fully
assembled just one month after signing the contract. Right
after rolling-off the barge in Amsterdam the crane was
ready for operation.
