-	 Medicines, blood plasma, laboratory preparations or similar 

substances and products based on Directive 2007/47/EC 
on medical devices.

•	 Use outdoors or in damp and splashing water areas.
Improper use of the appliance leads to damage or spoilage of 
the stored goods.
The cabinet is intended to store and to display pre-frozen and 
pre-packed ice-cream as well as packed foodstuff.

•	•	 Any repairs and work on the appliance should only Any repairs and work on the appliance should only 
be carried out by the customer service department, be carried out by the customer service department, 
as unauthorised work could prove highly dange-as unauthorised work could prove highly dange-
rous for the user. The same applies to changing rous for the user. The same applies to changing 
the mains power cable.the mains power cable.
