Intended use

This professional refrigeration appliance is designed for storing,
presentation and sale of chilled packed food and drink. It may
be used for the presentation of packed food and drink in a com-
mercial environment and in retail sales outlets. It is designed for
the removal of chilled goods by customers.

The appliance is designed for use in enclosed rooms. All other
types of use are not permitted.

Foreseeable incorrect use

Do not use the appliance for the following applications:

¢ Storage and cooling of medicines, blood plasma, laboratory
preparations or similar substances and products subject to the
Medical Devices Directive 2007/47/EC.

* Use in potentially explosive atmospheres.

* Use outdoors or in areas where it is exposed to splash water or
damp conditions.

Incorrect use of the appliance will result in damaging or spoiling
the goods stored in it.

Setting up

* Do not place the appliance in direct sunlight or near cookers,
radiators and similar sources of heat.

* Do not place heat-emitting appliances, e.g. microwave oven,
toaster, etc., on top of the appliance.

e The more coolant there is in the appliance, the larger the room
in which the appliance is installed must be. If the room is too
small, any leak may create a flammable mixture of gas and air.
For each 8 g of coolant the installation space must be at least
1 m3. Information on the coolant is on the model plate inside the
appliance.

Levelling the appliance

Compensate floor unevenness using the
adjustable feet.

NOTICE

The appliance mustbe aligned horizontally
and vertically. If the appliance is not level,
the main body of the appliance can be de-
formed and the door will not close properly.

Appliance dimensions

Electrical connection
Only operate the appliance with alternating current (AC).
The permissible voltage and frequency are indicated on the type

plate. The positionofthe type plate is showninthe section entitled
Description of the appliance.

The socket must be properly earthed and protected by a fuse.
The tripping current of the fuse must be between 10 A and 16 A.

The socket must not be situated behind the appli-
ance and must be easily accessible.

Do notconnectthe appliance using an exten-
sion cable or extension socket.

Do notuse stand-aloneinverters (conversion
of direct current to alternating current/three-
phase current) or energy-saving plugs. Risk
of damage to the electronic control system!

Wall mounting

The appliance can be wall-
mounted.

There are two mounting holes
at the top of the back of the
appliance.

Make sure the wall and the
fasteners can withstand the
weight of the appliance when
fully loaded.

Inserting the grid shelves

The knurled screws supplied are used
to support the grid shelves.

Screwthe knurled screwsinto
the desired positioninside the
appliance to the left and right
and insert the grid shelves.

The lower grid shelf only
requires two screws at the
front. The rear part of this grid
shelf rests on the ledge of the
interior container.

Switching the appliance on and off

Switching the appliance on
Connectthe appliancetothe mains - the applianceis switched on.

Important

Oncethemains plughas beeninserted, the refrigeration unitmay
not come on until up to 8 minutes later. This is required to protect
the electronic controls.

Switching the appliance off

Pull out the mains plug or set the temperature con-
trol to 0.

When the temperature control is turned to "0", the refrigeration
system is switched off, but the appliance is not completely dis-
connected from the mains.
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Setting the temperature

Set the temperature inside the appliance using the temperature
control.

When the controlis turned to "7", the
temperatureinsidetheappliance
is at its lowest.

Setthe controlbetween"1"and
"7" as required.

Note

The temperature in the war-
mest area of the interior may
be higherthanthetemperature
setting.

If the door is left open for a
lengthy period, the tempera-
tureinthe appliance'scompart-
ments may rise dramatically.

Cleaning

A\ WARNING

Before cleaning, always disconnectthe appliance
from the mains.

* Do not damage or remove the type plate on the inside of the
appliance. It is very important for servicing purposes.

Shutting your appliance down

If the appliance is left empty for a lengthy period, it must be
switched off, defrosted, cleaned and dried and the door is to be
left open to prevent mould formation.

Disposal notes

The appliance contains reusable materials and should
be disposed of properly - not simply with unsorted
household refuse. Appliances which are no longer
needed must be disposed of in a professional and
appropriate way, in accordance with the current local
regulations and laws.

Food will remain fresh for longer if stored at the correct tempera-
ture. This can prevent having to discard food needlessly.

If the condenser coil is not cleaned every year, it will significantly
reduce the appliance's efficiency.

The period during which spare parts, necessary for the repair
of the refrigerating appliance with a direct sales function, are
available is 10 years.

The minimum duration of the guarantee of the refrigerating ap-
pliance with a direct sales function offered by the manufacturer,
importer or authorised representative is 2 years.
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
