5.2 Freezer compartment

To ensure that food quickly freezes through, adhere to the
following quantities per package:

- Fruit and vegetables up to 1 kg
- Meatup to 2.5 kg

5.2 Fridge compartment

The air circulation in the appliance creates different temper-
ature zones.
