2 Transporting the appliance

» Transport the appliance only in suitable packaging.

3 Installing the appliance

ance, the vibration can damage the mains cable or the plug

P Make sure the mains cable is not trapped under the appli-
ance when you position the appliance.

P Stand the appliance so that it is not touched by connec-
tors or main cables.

» Do not connect any appliances to sockets in the area of
the back of the appliance.

» Do not place and operate multi-sockets/power distribu-
tors and other electronic devices (such as halogen trans-
formers) at the back of the appliances.

P The appliance is designed for use in enclosed areas. Do
not operate the appliance outdoors or in areas where it is
exposed to splash water or damp conditions.

Changing over door hinges

A WARNING

4 Changing over door hinges

All the assembly components accompany the appliance.

5 Decor panel assembly

Using a decor frame and decor panel allows the appliances
to be matched in colour to or contrasted from the kitchen
units.
