1 General safety instructions

Please keep these operating instructions in a safe
place so you can refer back to them at any time.

If you pass the appliance on, please hand these oper-
ating instructions to the new owner.

Read and follow these instructions. They contain
safety information which is important for safe and
problem-free installation and operation. Always read
and follow the safety information.

Dangers for the user:

- This appliance is not intended for use by persons
(including children) with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision
or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety. Children should
be supervised to ensure that they do not play with
the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance must
not be performed by children unless they are super-

vised. Children between the ages of 3 and 8 may
load and unload the appliance. Children under the
age of 3 must be kept away from the appliance
unless they are constantly supervised.

- IMPORTANT: The power plug must be easily acces-
sible so that the appliance can be disconnected
from the mains quickly in an emergency. It must not
be behind the back of the appliance.

- The socket must be easily accessible so that the
appliance can be disconnected quickly from the
electricity in an emergency. It must not be located in
the area behind the appliance.

- Always hold the appliance at the plug when discon-
necting it from the household power. Do not pull on
the cable.

- Disconnect the power plug or fuse if there is a
malfunction.

- Do not damage the power cable. Do not operate the
appliance with a faulty power cable. If the supply
cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manu-
facturer, its service agent or similarly qualified
persons in order to avoid a hazard. For Plug and Play
connections, the change may be carried out by the
customer.

- Repairs and work on the appliance may only be
carried out by Customer Service or other specifically
trained qualified personnel.

- Only install, connect and dispose of the appliance in

accordance with the instructions.

Only operate the appliance after it has been

installed.

2.3 Variable fridge section regulation

Your appliance is equipped with a variable fridge
section regulation (0 °C (32 °F) to +14 °C (57 °F)). This
allows you to adjust the temperature in the top and
bottom pull-out carts independently from one another.

3 Functionality of the
Touch & Swipe display

You operate your appliance using the Touch & Swipe
display. You select appliance functions in the

Touch & Swipe display (hereafter referred to as display)
by tapping them. If you do not perform any action on
the display for 10 seconds, the display either jumps
back to the higher-level menu or directly to the status
display.

3.1 Navigation and symbol explana-

3.3 Sleep mode

If you do not touch the display for 1 minute, the display
switches to sleep mode. In sleep mode, the display
brightness is dimmed.

5.1 Information regarding storage

A WARNING

Risk of fire from electrical appliances!

If you use electrical devices in the food area of your

appliance, they may case a fire.

» Do not use electrical devices in the food area of the
appliance if they have not been recommended by the
manufacturer.

Insufficient ventilation results in an increase in energy
consumption and reduction of the refrigerating

» Always keep the air slots unobstructed.

Energy saving

Observe the following specifications for storage:

- Package or cover foods that readily take on or give
off odors or taste in closed containers.

- Package raw meat or fish in clean, closed
containers. This will prevent meat or fish from
touching or dripping onto other food.

- Keep liquids in closed containers.

- Leave space between goods to ensure good air
circulation.

- Store food according to the instructions on the pack-
aging.

- Always observe the best-before date indicated on
the packaging.

Note
Failure to follow these guidelines can lead to food-
stuffs spoiling.

Pull-out cart with variable fridge section regulation

Store food according to the set temperature. For
storing food in the top and bottom pull-out carts with
variable fridge section regulation, Liebherr recom-
mends:

For a temperature setting in the top pull-out cart at
0 °C (32 °F) to 4 °C (39 °F) and in the bottom pull-out
cart (cellar compartment) at 0 °C (32 °F) to

14 °C (57 °F) (recommended 12 °C (54 °F)):

P Top pull-out cart Fig. 7 (1): Store perishable food, such
as pre-cooked meals, fish, fresh meat and lunch
meat, packaged fruit and vegetables.

P Bottom pull-out cart Fig. 7 (2): Store cold-sensitive
food such as potatoes, onions, or tropical foods.
Store food or beverages that should not be
consumed too cold.

5.3 Storage times

The storage times given are guidelines

Food with a “use by” date must still be consumed by
the date indicated on the package

5.3.1 Fridge
The best-before date stated on the packaging applies.

6 Energy saving

- Always ensure good ventilation. Keep clear of
obstruction all ventilation openings in the appliance
enclosure or in the structure for building-in.

- Do noinstall the appliance in an area with direct
sunlight, next to a heating unit or similar.

- If you install the appliance directly next to an oven,
its energy consumption may increase slightly. This

depends on the service life and how often the oven
is used.

- Energy consumption depends on installation condi-
tions such as the ambient temperature
(see 2.5 Range of appliance use) . A warmer ambient
temperature can increase the energy consumption.

- Avoid opening the appliance door for any longer then
necessary

- The lower the temperature is set the higher the
energy consumption.

- Only take food out for as long as necessary so that it
does not get too warm.

- Insertion of warm foods: first let the food cool down
to room temperature.

- For longer periods of absence, use HolidayMode
(see HolidayMode) .
